ARTICLES OF INCORFORATION

PREAMBLE: We the undersigned, hereby associate ourselves

together to form a non-profit corporation for
educational, scientific, and charitable purposes in
accordance with the laws of the State of Montana.

HAME OF COEPORATION: The Montana Native Plant Society, Inc.

DURATION: Perpetual.
PURPOSE: The purposes of the Montana Native Plant Society
shall be as follows:

The preservation, conservation, and study of the
native plants and plant communities of Montana and the
education of the public to the wvalues of the native flora
and its habitat.

To be a non-profit corporation organized under the
Montana Non-Profit Corporation Act.

To be organized exclusively for charitable, scientifie,
and educational purposes within the meaning of Section
581(c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, or the
corresponding provisions of any future United States
Internal Revenue Law.

To engage, to the extent not inconsistent with the
purposes set forth in other activities not prohibited by
law.
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IV. LIMITATIONS:

Section 1. No part of the net earnings of this
Corporation shall inure to the benefit of, or be
distributable to, its directors, trustees, officers,
members, or other private persons, except that the
Corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay
reascnable compensation for services rendered and make
payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes
set forth in Article III of these Articles.

Section 2. No substantial part of the activities of
the Corporation shall be the carrying on of propaganda, or
otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the
Corporation shall not participate in any political campaign
of any candidate for public office.

Section 3. Not withstanding any other provision of
these Articles, the Corporation shall not carry on any other
activities not permitted to be carried on (a) by a
corporation exempt from Federal Income Tax under Section
501(c){3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, or the
corresponding provisions of any future United States
Internal Revenue Law or (b) by a corporation, contributions
to which are deductible under Section 178(c){2) of the
Internal Revenue Code of 1954 or the corresponding

provisions of any future United States Internal Revenue Law.
